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FUNDING SOURCES UPDATE





Northern Rock Better Buildings Programme


Investing in improved buildings for cultural organisations and for voluntary and community groups


Large-scale capital projects have helped to transform the landscape of our region. NR want to continue to play a role in that renaissance by investing in further developments that raise the profile of their area and make it a more enjoyable place to live in and visit. Community buildings can have a similarly transforming effect at a local level, as can better facilities for voluntary sector services. 


They will provide capital funding both for new buildings, and for substantial improvements to the structure and fabric of existing facilities, within the following categories. 


Arts, heritage, sports and environment organisations. As with their Culture and Heritage programme, you will have to demonstrate how the activities that take place within the building are of the highest quality and regional significance. 


Community facilities in disadvantaged urban and isolated rural areas. You will need to have a good justification for any new build or refurbishment and be able to show them that the facility will be well used. 


Schemes that will provide better working environments for voluntary or community organisations, or those that will house new or expanded services for disadvantaged people. You will have to have a strong case for any development in the context of other facilities in the area or for the same beneficiary group. 


All proposals will need to demonstrate good and appropriate design. They will only contribute to building plans that meet duties under the Disability Discrimination Act, unless they are for a heritage scheme which has special dispensation. 


They will look critically at the environmental aspects of your proposal, for example, sustainable building construction, renewable energy use and energy efficiency. They will favour proposals that exceed the most basic ‘green’ standards. They also encourage organisations whose proposals include plans for local purchasing. 


They are very unlikely to offer grants of less than £10,000 or more than £500,000 in this programme. There are many other funders who can make smaller grants for less extensive work. Very large scale projects will need to show commitments from other bodies rather than expect a bigger contribution from them. They will make grants during the year across the full range indicated above, and will manage their budget accordingly, but there will not be many very large grants. They will consider investing a grant/loan combination in buildings which have a capacity to generate sufficient income. In such circumstances they may be able to make larger contributions.

Charity Commission Accruals Account Pack (CC17/17a)


If your organisation prepares accrual accounts there is some useful information on the Charity Commission website to assist you. The Charity Commission have produced packs that provide template documents for non-company charities below the audit threshold that prepare their trustees’ annual reports and accounts on the accruals basis. When fully completed these meet the recommendations of SORP 2005 and the requirements of law and can be used for submission to the Charity Commission. The documents are for those charities preparing accruals accounts which include a balance sheet, statement of financial activities and notes.

TVHC Training Opportunities


BIIAB National Certificate for Personal Licence Holders


This is a nationally recognised qualification designed for anyone authorising the retail sale of alcohol in licensed premises including village halls and community centres. The course can be completed in one day and will give you up to date knowledge and confidence that you are selling alcohol according to the law. The course takes place on Tuesdays at the Masonic Hall in Middleton in Teesdale and the 2007 course dates are: 10th April, 8th May, 12th June, 10th July, 14th August, 11th September, 9th October and 13th November. The course normally costs £150.00 but you may be able to access funding through TVHC if you fulfil our eligibility criteria. 





CIEH Award in Food Safety in Catering


This is a Level 2 qualification which replaces the CIEH Foundation Certificate in Food Hygiene. This qualification is needed by anyone working in a catering or hospitality setting where food is prepared, cooked and served, for example village hall catering or WI markets. The subjects covered include legislation, food safety hazards, temperature control, food handling and storage, cleaning, and food premises and equipment. The one day course is assessed by a multiple choice examination. The course normally costs £76.74 but you may be able to access funding through TVHC if you fulfil our eligibility criteria. 





 Portable Appliance Testing Course


There will be a City and Guilds 2377 Code of Practice – In Service Inspection and Testing of Electrical Equipment four week course taking place at the Optimum Digital Factory, Newton Aycliffe on Tuesdays 17th, 24th April, 1st and 8th May from 6.00 – 9.00pm. The online exam takes place at Bishop Auckland College on 9th May.


If you have some electrical knowledge and work less than 16 hours per week you may be eligible for funding through TVHC. For more information please contact Fergus on 01833 696652. The course normally costs £185.00 but you may be able to access funding through TVHC if you fulfil our eligibility criteria.

The team will be able to advise organisations on their eligibility and the appropriate amount and type of funding they should apply for.

Gift Aid Scheme for Charities


If your hall receives any donations, you should look into the Gift Aid Scheme which encourages individuals and businesses to donate more money to charity. 


How Gift Aid works


Under the scheme, UK charities can claim back the basic rate tax already paid on gifts of money received from individuals who pay or have paid UK tax. The scheme also allows UK companies to make gifts of money to charity before any tax is deducted.


Key requirements of the Gift Aid Scheme


Gift Aid only applies to donations of money. 


Gift Aid donations from individuals must be supported by a valid ‘Gift Aid declaration’.


You can give donors modest tokens of appreciation (called ‘benefits’) in order to acknowledge a gift but there are strict limits on their value. 


Your charity must keep adequate records to support any claims for Gift Aid repayments and of any benefits provided to donors.


Donations and/or tax repayments received through the Gift Aid scheme must only be used for charitable purposes.


Donations that give a right of admission to view a charity’s property and some other particular types of donation must follow special rules to qualify for Gift Aid.
